Junior Church at BBC ...   

Broadstone Baptist Church supports a regular programme of Bible 

teaching for the children and young adults who  attend the Sunday 

morning service s on a four term per year basis.   

Junior Church is open to all and provides a warm and happy 

environment in sepa rate classrooms where the teaching is in three 

individual age ranges, 4 -7 years (primary class), 8 -11 years (junior 

class), 12 -16 years (Bible class).   
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Both the primary and junior classes use relevant teaching material  sourced from the 

Scripture Union. The ôGo Teachõ series  used by leaders  sets out each lesson under two 

headings called ôPreparing Yourself õ and ôTeaching the Children õ.  The leaders make g ood 

use of the provided v isual aids which support the lesson with colourful glossy pictures, 

maps and cut  outs .  

 

 

The primary and junior students use ôCome Learn õ material which 

complements ôGo Teachõ. Each child receives  a worksheet which they 

complete with their answers, word puzzles, matching activities and 

colouring . A Bible verse is added to each lesson.  The children are 

encouraged to ask questions and occasionally to become actors of  

Biblical scene s.  Prayer concludes the lesson follow ed by a sweet 

from a tin  (but only if still seated!)  

   

 The senior Bible Class (12 -16 years) uses a 

separate room and is taught using age relevant 

material that will lead them into adulthood and 

in some instances through to Baptism .  The 

students frequently study the same Bible 

passage that Pastor uses for his sermon but 

within a simplified structure. They identify key 

verses within the context of the passage, 

discuss life applications and select a verse to 

memorize.  

 

 We are blessed to have a team of experienced  

teachers some of whom are or have been in the 

academic teaching profession.  Committed Christians, 

these leaders and helpers ensure that the classes 

combine fun and enjoyment with a sound base of 

Scriptural learning  in a safe and friendly 

environment.    

 

 

 

 



 

  

 

July 2012 ð Wycliffeõs witness to the worldé 

 
On the evening of Sunday 22nd July we were 

delighted to be given a presentation by a friend of the 

church who works with  Wycliffe Bible Translators in 

West Africa. Wycliffeõs vision is that by 2025, 

together with partners worldwide, they aim to see a 

Bible  translation programme begun in all the 

remaining languages that need one.  
 
We were particularly privileged to see a video of 

newly printed Bibles being handed out and the 

celebrations to mark the occasion. These own 

language Bibles become the most preciou s gift 

people can receive and it means they can study in 

their own time or in teaching groups.  
 
We also learn ed about the use of audio to reach 

those with lower literacy levels.   An amazing device 

wonderfully named the ôProclaimer õ can store the 

whole New Testament  in its solid state memory and 

is run either by solar power or even hand cranked 

for clockwork power .

The children 

are very engaged and we have a good time together.ó 
 
Malcolm Geal is involved with the two older groups and he 

explains:  òWe usually start the  evening by chatting together 

as a com bined group about what has been happening in 

their lives in the preceding week. The leaders expand on 

things they raise and encourage openness. This breaks 

down barriers, gets the youngsters talking and they get to 

kno w each other better.

Then the groups split with the older ones (13+ years) moving to the back room, where over 

coffee they have a section of scripture read to them and then discuss what they believe it 

means and  how it can affect them in today õs world .é

The 9 -13 years group stays in the main church and play a variety of games then stop for a 

refreshment break to cool and calm down. After that they sit down and either Clive Baines 

or John Phenix talks to them about a Bible passage or a topical event from a Christian 

stance. There always follows a time of prayer whe n they can ask for praye rs for anything 

that they are worried about (friends , family , school etc .) and they are also encouraged to 

pray themselves . A few do offer verbal prayers which is very encouraging.  

When the weather permits we often go for walks to 

the local park to play games, or take them down to 

Sandbanks, Hamworthy or similar locations, but 

always we slot in a  Christian message to keep 

them spiritually fed .ó

Home Groupsé  

The concept of Broadstone Baptist ôHome Groups õ began certainly in the early nineties and is 

still going strong to this day.  There are four groups , one of which meets at church.  Home 

Group leader Dirk Roth has explained the many benefits of these meetings.  

òHome groups are an excellent practical way of strengthening our lives as Christians together.  The 

Bible tells us to build one another up, and that is very well done by meeting together in homes 

around Godõs Word.  Studying Godõs Word together helps us to deepen our understanding of it, sort 

out misunderstandings and apply it to our lives.  Young Christians, who may not know the Bible 

very well, can ask questions and benefit from the experience and insights of more established 

Christians. At the same time it is always good for older Christians to be thinking of ways to explain 

what they have come to understand. In large meetings individuals can feel a bit lost and 

unconnected; a house -group can help people feel a real part of a fellowship.   

 In the same wa y experiences can be shared.  If people are going through difficulties, then the house 

group is an ideal place for supporting one another, applying Godõs Word and praying together. It is 

always heartening to hear from others how God helped them through par ticular challenges; it is 

encouraging to realise that you are not alone and that there are others who can stand by you.  

Prayer is another important element of House -groups, because it is through believing prayer that 

Godõs Word is grasped and taken hold of.  Praying together turns everyoneõs attention towards the 

sufficiency of Godõs grace.  It is also powerful to pray together for others in the church, for outreach 

events and for the wider world. ó
